Select one of the following.

that the child custody determination has not been registered and confirmed under section 152.305 of the Texas Family Code and that Respondent was entitled to notice, but notice was not given in accordance with the standards of section 152.108 of the Texas Family Code, in the proceedings before the court that issued the order for which enforcement is sought; or

4.
that the child custody determination for which enforcement is sought was registered and confirmed under section 152.305 of the Texas Family Code but has been vacated, stayed, or modified by a court of a state having jurisdiction to do so under subchapter C of chapter 152 of the Texas Family Code.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that any person eighteen years of age or older who is not a party to or interested in the outcome of this suit may serve any citation, notice, or process in this case.
