A joint tenancy may be created by written agreement of property owners in compliance with statutory requirements. See Tex. Estates Code § 111.001. This agreement may be used to evidence a joint tenancy with right of survivorship. Caution: This form should not be used between spouses regarding community property. See form 5-19 in this chapter.

If no severance occurs before the death of [either/any] Owner, then on the death of [either/any] Owner, the interest of the joint Owner who dies will survive to the surviving joint Owner[s].

Owners will after this date own the Property in the same manner as joint tenants with right of survivorship.

3.
This agreement may be revoked, and the joint tenancy of Owners in the Property may be severed, only by a written instrument signed by all Owners.

4.
This agreement is binding on Owners and Owners’ respective heirs and successors.
